CoLUMBIA POLICE CHIEF WILLIAM HOLBROOK ANNOUNCES CPD’S 5 YEAR STRATEGIC PLAN

Columbia Police Chief William Holbrook announced the completion of the
Columbia Police Department’s 5 year Strategic Plan. The CPD 2015-2019
Strategic Plan sets forth the direction of the Police Department for the next
five (5) years. Included in the plan is an outline of some of the challenges and
opportunities currently before the department.

“This event helps save lives
because every two seconds someone needs blood somewhere in America. There’s only one place to get
it: volunteers like you.”
